This nifty little cartridge has many festures the ever
popular FAST LOAD by Epyx does mot heve. Along
with the fast load/save/verify, DOS wedge, you have
several utility commands, 8 copier which uses one or
two disk drives, 8 machine fenguage manilor and
sector editor Another mice feature i3 the Disk Auto
Menu which allows you to Toad the directory of &
disk, cursor the highlight bar down to the program
gou want and load thet program with the press of a
key. |n the copier modes, if the View Directory’
option 13 chosen fram the sub-menu, the system
reads the directory from both drive B and drive 9

How many times have you wanted to print a text file
or ‘Read Me” file without having o load up your werd
processor 7 Warp Speed's scraendump allows you fo
do just that. There i even an “un-mw" command to
restore Besic programs after & néw command or
after using the reset button located on the top of the
cartridde. A& twelve page manual comes with the
cartridge that i3 very infarmative although it helpa
te have had previous experience with a fast Toad type
cartridge. This cartridge was tested on botha C=64d
gnd on & 128 and worked equally well, | wes o0
impressed that | bought 11 1t w11l work with about
9% of the software an the market today

Far you “BREAKDUT" fans, Mindscape has relessed
"BLOCKBUSTER™ As you enter the game, you find
yourselfl trapped in &8 myriad of walls which yau
misst destroy one brick st & time. Sometimes aliens
fall from the sky to deflect your shots and just
generally get in your way Bul an the good side,
special tokens are relessed cocassionally 1o be used to
purchase weapons 1o help break down the brick wall
After you destroy the first wall, gou only have 79
more to go After every 10 screans, passworgs
appear  If you memorize them and type ane 10 at the
start of the game, you can jump %o moré advenced

screens. There is also a built in Screen Designer to
design up to 48 of your own personal screens.

This program is not for adventure buffs, a3 il 13 mot
taking you on & quest, however anyane lacking for a
good ‘Pinbell” type program will love it!

On a negative note, | was quite disappointed with
Cinemaware's “THREE STOOGES™ The opening
credits were excellent and the voices af Larry,
Curlyand Moe were authentic, but once you get pass
that, the game 1tself 13 BORING!!! Once you throw a
few pies, slap each other sround and race through the
hospital on & qurney, there just ian't anything eise
going for this program except the name.

Since | like to close on a positive nate, for all you
computerists wanting to impreve you typing,
consider “MAYIS BEACON TEACHES TYPING™. | only
had thia program for a short while and didn't get to
completely go through all the aplions, but was very
impressed by what | did get to do. This 13 nol an
arcade game typing program, although she does
include & geme of sarts  You are In & classroom
almasphere with excellent 2D and 3D graphics. Each
lessan 13 analyzed and you wark en your weakness
inatend of sitiing down typing endless phrases and
trying to sheat down metears. There is 8 metronome
to help you type inan even rhythm and a clock for
timed typing The game optian has you driving down
the highway typing the Tetters that appear in the
skyin front of you. The object is to stmply stayin
front of the car behind you. This {3 an excellent
program which takes you from beqginning through
advanced typing
