For the C-=64/128

On the bargain shelf at Babbage's
18 2 package called 2 on 1 by
Mastertronic which features the games
Street Surfer and Hollywood or Bust.
These two games give the C=64 game
player a chance to play some good
old-fashion games without spending a
fortune. Street Surfer puts you in
the unlikely position of riding your
skateboard down the highvay trying te
pick up Coke bottles and snatching a
drink from passing motorists who just
happen to come along holding a bottle
of Coke out the window. Not all
drivers are friendly though and sone
of the drivers try to run you off the
road or wvorse yet, they try to rum
over you Splattered all over the
road 1s not the best position to be
in either in this game or in real
life Then there 1is alvays the
occasional oil alick that will throw
you for a loop if you don't jump over
them or go around them Not only do
you have to watch out for hazards,
but you must look for empty Coke
bottles along side of the road and
try to collect as many as you can to
deposit in the recycling bank and
collect an extra 20 points. As you
can imagine, that is the object of
the game, to ceollect the moat points.

Hollywood or Bust unfortunately is
just a modern vecrsion of the Keyatone
Kops Our hero Buster Baloney., an
actor, must find 5 hidden Oscars
somevhere in a movie studic. Buster
is pursued Dby cghosts and security
guards during his search for the

Dscars. Armed only with an endless
supply of custard pies, Buster nmust
find all the Dscars before his lives
are used up. This game vas one vhich
1 only played once before giving it
up as hopeless, Buster is more of a
bumbling idiot than a hero and as I

stated earlier. reminded me more of
Charlie Chaplin and the Keystone
Kops, except they were Cfunnier

Street Surfer 13 the better of the
tvo games, and the whole package 13
only $5. 94

Another lov priced game on the
shelf this month is Monster Trivia by
Cosmi This game’s graphica are cute
and sound effects are exceptional for
a C=64 game, but don't let the
simplicity fool you The gquestions
are not all that easy In fact, some
are absolutely hard enough to stump
the average game player, unless you
are an avid trivia player. There are
81X categories to choose from: SHOW

BIZ, SPORTS, SCIENCE, HISTIORY., THE
ARTS, and GRAB BAG. The geme is
played in two rounds, with three

gquestions per category in each round

Pach guestion is worth $10, $20, or
$30 in the first round and $50 each
in the second round If you mias a
fquestion you loose money AL the end
of round one, the player with the
least amount of money gets caten by
the monster The remaining players
go on to round two  The player with
the most nmoney at the end of round
two wins the ganme Although this
game i3 more satirical than mnost
trivia games, don't take it lightly.
Only the most dedicated trivia player
vill be able to answer all the
questions
